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About	the	Project

This	work	began	as	a	photographic	and	observational	study	of	trees	within	the	St.	George	Village	Botanical	Garden
on	St.	Croix.

Its	initial	purpose	was	to	support	the	Garden’s	submission	for	Level	II	accreditation	under	the	ArbNet	Arboretum
Accreditation	Program,	which	required	the	identification	and	documentation	of	a	defined	collection	of	species.	What
began	as	a	list	of	one	hundred	trees	gradually	expanded	as	additional	species	were	identified	and	incorporated	into
the	Garden’s	developing	records.

At	its	core,	this	project	is	a	study	of	phenology	—	the	timing	of	seasonal	events	in	the	life	of	plants.	Each	tree	has
been	observed	over	time,	photographed,	and	recorded	as	it	moves	through	cycles	of	leaf,	flower,	fruit,	and	rest.

The	work	is	intentionally	simple	in	structure:
one	tree	at	a	time,
one	moment	at	a	time.

Plants	of	the	World	On	line	(POWO)	Kew	Gardens	database	is	used	to	identify	a	specimen	as	Tree	or	Shrub,	etc.
The	International	Union	for	Conservation	of	Nature’s	Red	List	of	Threatened	Species	database	(IUCN)	is	used	to
identify	the	extinction	threat	level.

All	photographs	were	taken	in	natural	conditions,	often	in	the	presence	of	wind,	shifting	light,	and	the	ordinary
challenges	of	working	outdoors.	No	attempt	has	been	made	to	stage	or	idealize	the	subjects.	Instead,	the	aim	has
been	to	present	each	tree	as	it	is	encountered	—	rooted	in	place,	shaped	by	environment,	and	changing	over	time.

This	is	not	a	comprehensive	botanical	text.	Rather,	it	is	a	record	of	attention	—	an	effort	to	see	clearly,	to	document
faithfully,	and	to	preserve	a	living	collection	as	it	exists	in	this	place	and	time.

It	is	also,	in	a	quiet	way,	a	reminder:
that	understanding	grows	slowly,
and	that	what	is	observed	with	patience
reveals	more	than	what	is	hurriedly	seen.

This	is,	above	all,	a	work	of	love	—	for	the	trees,	for	the	Garden,	and	for	the	joy	of	learning	to	see.
